2. A	portfolio	of	your	work.	It	may	be	a	hard	copy	(portfolio,	book,	prints)	or	sent	digitally	on	a	thumb	
drive,	CD	or	DVD.	Acceptable	formats	are;	JPG,	PNG,	PDF	Documents,	or	Powerpoint.		
***ONLINE	ARTWORK	WILL	NOT	BE	CONSIDERED***	

All	portfolio	submissions	must	be	solely	the	work	of	the	individual	applying	for	the	scholarship.	It	should	
include	high-quality	photos	of	one	or	more	of	the	following:	make-ups	(both	fashion	and/or	creature),	
sculptures,	masks,	paintings,	or	any	other	finished	pieces.	You	will	be	judged	on	creativity,	design,	
application,	and	completeness	of	work.	Materials	submitted	will	not	be	returned,	but	can	be	picked	up	in	
the	Marketing	Office	at	Douglas	Education	Center	before	December	1st,	2025.
